Fortress of Belgorod-Dnestrovsky  belongs to the well-known monu-ments of history and architecture in Ukraine and is an outstanding monument of Medieval Defense architecture. The Fortress is built on the high rocky bank of the Dnestrovsky estuary with the local lime stone. The walls of the fortress were strengthened by 34 towers, many of which haven't preserved. Each tower had a special purpose.)
- 16:30 – Visiting Shabo winery with wine tasting. It is Ukraine's largest winery. More than 1.000ha of own vineyards, located on unique sandy loam soils between sea and estuary, modern European equipment of vine processing, general area of winery is 10000 sq. M
